Meals for All Students

As of November 1, 2023, all students are eligible for free meals during the 2023-2024

school year.  

This is made possible through Lansing CSD’s participation in the Community Eligibility

Provision (CEP) of the National School Lunch Program. CEP is a federal program that allows

schools in low-income areas to serve free meals to all students without having to collect

household income information. This means that all students, regardless of their family’s

income, can enjoy nutritious meals at school every day. Free meals at school offer a number

of benefits for students and families. They can help to improve student nutrition, academic

performance, and overall health. Free meals  also help to reduce family food costs and stress.
